The meeting was called to order at 2:35 PM.  

Jennifer Hiros addressed the first item on the Agenda: Vote on Letter of Consistency Plan for HUD Section 202 for Riverside Senior Housing.  This letter was previously sent to the group for review.  Jennifer Hiros asked if there was a motion to approve.  Nelson Weist made a motion and Nancy Jamanow seconded.  Motion Carried.

Jennifer Hiros stated the Citizen Participation Plan has been revised.  A copy of the revised plan was previously sent to the group.  Jenifer Hiros stated the last revision to the Plan occurred in April 2020 to accommodate COVID.  Jennifer Hiros stated this latest revision brings the Citizen Participation Plan current. Jennifer Hiros stated should anyone have concerns or objections to the Plan contact The Division of Community of Development and Housing before December 14, 2022.  If no objections are received it is agreed the Citizen Participation Plan be placed for a 15 days public comment period as required by HUD, after which the Citizen Participation Plan will be adopted.     

FY2023 Applications are due December 16, 2022.  This is a firm date.  Richard Schwab questioned proof of a Public Hearing without minutes.  Jennifer Hiros explained that a copy of the Notice of Public Hearing is sufficient proof, and meeting minutes may be submitted later.

Scott Hatfield questioned if The Division of Community Development and Housing has received comments from citizens regarding The Citizen Participation Plan during the public comment period.  Jennifer Hiros responded no, but if comments are made they are attached to the Plan that is submitted to HUD.

Richard Schwab inquired about the process of communication regarding the decision of the FY2023 Community Development Block Funding projects.  Jennifer Hiros stated letters will be sent to applicants based on the application, scoring rubric, and methodology of HUD, this process is expected to take a few weeks. 

Richard Schwab, representing Delanco Township stated they have completed their FY2022 project.  Jennifer Hiros stated The Division of Community Development and Housing is working closely with municipalities to complete their FY2022 projects helping them to be successful FY2023 applicants. 

Susan Jackson of New Hanover and Beth Portocalis of Medford Township stated their townships will be applying for FY2023 Community Block Grant Funds.  Paula Kosko of Hainesport stated Hainesport Township will not apply for funding in FY2023. 

Thomas Sahol of Chesterfield Township inquired if an application would be considered if a Notice of Public Hearing along with the Public Hearing took place after submission of the application.  If public comments are not favorable, the application would be rescinded. Jennifer Hiros responded that the application would not be complete upon submission and that no HUD regulations amend this process. 


There were no further comments or questions and the meeting was adjourned at 3:00 PM
