The meeting was called to order at 3:00 PM.  

Jennifer Hiros stated the amended Citizen Participation Plan was posted for public comment, but no public comments were received. The Citizen Plan will be posted on the Community Development and Housing website.  

Scott Hatfield stated the Citizen Participation Plan discusses complaints and questioned if the Division of Community Development and Housing had received a complaint. Jennifer Hiros stated during COVID, The Division of Community Development and Housing received a comment on the 5-year Consolidated Plan. 

Linda Horner stated all FY2021 purchase orders have been received except one, Cinnaminson Township also needs to submit paperwork to receive payment. 

Jennifer Hiros explained that HUD still maintains the same timeliness in spending over larger CV  projects.  Within the next few weeks, some agencies will be notified that they may be missing their timeliness in spending with HUD, Burlington County, and may be jeopardizing their agencies and budgets.

FY2022 Projects are going to be aggressively monitored for timeliness in spending.  Billing will be expected no later than the 15th of each month.  
Jennifer Hiros inquired about Burlington Township’s Home Repair Program. Scott Hatfield stated Burlington Township’s Housing Office would contact Jennifer Hiros for more information and possible collaboration on projects. 

The Community Development General Advisory Committee’s next meeting will focus on the established timeline for the execution of HUD’s process. The Division of Community Development and Housing received 21 applications for review.   
The Applications and Scoring Rubric, now in a dropbox will be sent out on January 13, 2023, to an Ad-hoc committee of 5 non-applicants.  An email to the Ad-hoc committee members will be sent after this meeting.
