Jennifer Hiros stated FY2021 projects are closed out except for one community.  The Division of Community Development and Housing has been working closely with this community and should receive the final paperwork shortly.

Jennifer Hiros reported that the Beacon of Hope CV Project is working to accomplish its goals and timeliness.  The project will make revisions and present a preliminary/final site plan; use variance and bulk variance to the Hainesport Township Joint LandUse Board in March.

FY2022 Updates Linda Horner stated transportation and Providence House are billing monthly,  Catholic Charities will begin billing once The Division of Community Development and Housing receives their purchase order. 
Jennifer Hiros stated the Environmentals for projects have been completed and have been accepted by HUD. 

Kevin Rijs reported on the projects at 1010 Tuckerton Road Evesham Township.  Kevin Rijs stated the ADA improvements to the parking lot are complete and the municipal project (HVAC work) is scheduled to begin shortly. 

Jennifer Hiros thanked the Scoring and Ranking Sub-Committee for their participation and hard work in scoring the FY2023 Applications. Jennifer Hiros stated this information will be presented at the next General Advisory meeting along with the project budget.

Jennifer Hiros stated The Division of Community Development and Housing has completed the Draft of the HOME American Rescue (HOME-ARP) Allocation Plan.  HUD requires entitlements to complete this plan to have access to HOME-ARP dollars.  This plan will be submitted as an amendment to The Division of Community Development and Housing’s Annual Action Plan.  The HOME-ARP Allocation Plan is out for public comment and will be available on our website www.co.burlington.nj.us.  There is also a desk copy available in the office of The Division of Community Development and Housing.
