1.	Call to order – Open Public Meetings Act
The meeting was called to order at 3:37 PM by Scott Hatfield, Committee Chair.  Patricia Lake read the Open Public Meetings Act.  The meeting was opened for public comment. No members of the public were present, and hearing no comment, Mr. Hatfield closed the public comment portion.

2.	Roll Call
	The roll was called by Patricia Lake.  A quorum was present.

3.	Reports – Division Head
· Jennifer Hiros stated The Division of Community Development and Housing is in the process of completing its FY2022 Annual Action Plan.  Public Meetings for the Annual Plan will be held in person.
· The General Advisory Committee will continue to meet monthly via zoom.  
· The HOME-ARP Allocation Plan is complete and available for public comment.
The Plan can be found on the county’s website https://www.co.burlington.nj.us/DocumentCenter/View/17145/HOME-ARP-Allocation-Plan-DRAFT-PDF-.  There is also a copy in the office of The Division of Community Development and Housing for view.
The HOME-ARP Allocation Plan will be submitted by March 31, 2023. 
· Jennifer Hiros stated once the HOME-ARP Plan is approved by HUD The 2021 Annual Plan will be amended to include the Plan and a bid process will take place.
· The Department of Community Affairs (DCA) awarded HUD dollars to Burlington County through The Conronavirus Aid, Relief, and Economic Act (CV1 and CV2).  
· DCA is considering Burlington County for additional funding for Community Grants, Planning and Housing (CGP&H) Program. This program is offered through The Division of Community Development and Housing, this program offers mortgage and utility assistance. Once an amount has been determined the Division of Community Development and Housing will draft a Resolution to the Board of County Commissioners of the County of Burlington to accept these funds.
· The Community Development and Housing staff have begun the process of revising its Affirmatively Furthering Fair Housing Plan.  Guidance on the Plan has not been received as HUD is still in the public comment phase.  
· The Uniform Relocation Act plan developed by The Division of Community Development and Housing staff is now under attorney review.  
· Jennifer Hiros stated The Division of  Community Development and Housing is in the process of amending the General Advisory Council as well as the Executive Advisory Committee by-laws. Once completed the revised Bi-Laws will be available for public comment.
· The 2021 CDBG projects are all complete except one.  Due to this delay, Burlington County was cited by HUD for timeliness. 
· The 2022 CDBG projects are on track.  Jennifer Hiros reported on the status of Public Service providers: Catholic Charities has provided homelessness prevention to 178 clients; Food Bank has supplied 3,676 people with emergency food with CV dollars and 567 so far in 2022 with 2022 CDBG dollars;  Providence House sheltered 255 women and their children who are victims of domestic violence;  Transportation provided 1,029 one way rides to 349 people.
· Jennifer Hiros stated The Food Bank of South Jersey has fully expended all its CV3 funding and Providence House is on track to expend all its funding by the September 30, 2023 deadline.  All CV3 projects have a firm deadline of September 30, 2023.
