3.	Approval of April 13, 2023  Meeting Minutes

4.	Reports:
	a. CDBG
HUD has conducted the monitoring of the Community Development Block Grant Program.  The monitoring was conducted on a hybrid basis. HUD will notify The Division of Community Development and Housing with questions or concerns. 
The Annual Action Plan has been approved by resolution by The Board of County Commissioners of the County of Burlington. The Division of Community Development and Housing is in the process of submitting the plan to HUD for approval.
FY2021 Community Block Grant projects are complete and FY2022 projects are proceeding well.  Public Service projects continue to bill monthly and all projects are progressing.
		

b.  HOME 
The HOME-American Rescue Plan (HOME-ARP) has been approved by HUD.  The Board of County Commissioners of the County of Burlington approved by resolution acceptance of the funds.  The Division of Community Development and Housing reported on the status of FY2022 HOME Projects:
1. Place @ Burlington is in the final stages of preparation for closing.
2. Harper Apartments – environmentals have been completed and are out for public comment.
3. Davenport Village is currently in the enviromental review process.
Monitoring for FY2022 HOME projects is currently underway.

c.  COVID Care Act Funding
		i.  CV1, CV3 – HUD announced both CV1 and CV3 funding has 
		    been extended for a 6-year expenditure deadline.  Projects
		    receiving CV funding are in good standing and have been 
		    granted a 3-year extension.
		ii.  CV DCA 1, 2 –CV DCA 1 and 2 funds are HUD funds 
    distributed through The Office of Community Affairs.     
		    HUD announced these funding streams will also be extended 
		    for an additional 3-year period.

7.	Discussion
		Janice Lohr inquired when The Division of Community Development and
		Housing would issue a notification to proceed letter for recipients of a
		Community Development Block Grant for FY2023.  Jennifer Hiros stated 
		The Division of Community Development and Housing is in the process of 
		notifying participants who have projects recommended for funding by the
General Advisory Committee to the Board of County Commissioners of the 
County of Burlington as contingent on the final acceptance of the Annual Plan by HUD.  The Division of Community Development and Housing expects to submit the annual plan to HUD on May 17, 2023.  
		Scott Hatfield questioned if the Division of Community and Housing has 
		experienced HUD’s rejection of a plan. Jennifer Hiros responded in the past
		HUD may have had questions but a plan has never been rejected.
		Linda Horner stated The Division of Community Development and Housing is
in the process of Urban Renewal for FY2024-2026.  The Urban County renewal process occurs every 3-years and all municipalities are encouraged to join.

Madelyn Sutton reported via email to The Division of Community Development and Housing that the framing of an additional bathroom and an isolation bedroom is complete at 181 Norcross Ln. Pemberton, NJ. Plumbing and jackhammer work is scheduled for the week of May 15, 2023.  Madelyn Sutton also reported Lammey & Giorgio Architects stated they are unable to take the project due to time allotment.  Madelyn Sutton stated she has contacted Garrison Architects regarding the completion of the handicap-accessible entry and bathroom.
