	a. CDBG
FY2021 Community Block Grant projects are complete and spent out.  FY2022 projects will be reported in the FY2022 Consolidated Annual Performance and Evaluation Report (CAPER) due September 30, 2023, to HUD.  FY2022 Community Block Grant projects are proceeding well.  Public Service subgrantee agreements were completed on June 30, 2023. Public Service projects have all been spent out. 
The FY2023 Annual Plan was approved by HUD and subgrantee agreements will forthcoming to those who have received funding for FY2023. 
		
b.  HOME 
The Division of Community Development and Housing continues to work and progress on four projects.  
Monitoring for FY2022 HOME projects is progressing.
HUD approved the HOME-American Rescue Plan (HOME-ARP).  The Division of Community Development and Housing received authority from HUD to begin the bidding process.  The Division of Community and Housing is currently drafting The Request for Proposals (RFP).  Once the RFP is approved announcement of the bidding process will be published. 

c.  COVID Care Act Funding
		i.  CV1, CV3 – HUD announced both CV1 and CV3 funding has 
		    been extended for a 6-year expenditure deadline.  Projects
		    receiving CV funding are in good standing and have been 
	    granted a 3-year extension.  The Division of Community 
    Development and Housing is working closely with one
    Municipality that has submitted a change of scope.
